In 2016, Johnran unopposedfor re-electionfor a secondtime. He is currentlyservinghis third term in

office.

Sheriff John Hanlin is a native DouglasCounty resident,born and raisedin the Roseburgarea. John

graduatedfrom Glide High School in 1980. Following graduation,he worked for the DouglasForest

ProtectiveAssociationandattendedUmpquaCommunityCollege. In 1983, Johnmovedto Bend,Oregon,

wherehe attendedCentralOregonCollege. In 1986, he earnedan A.S. Degreein ComputerInformation

Systemsandreturnedto DouglasCounty. Johncontinuedhis employmentwith DouglasForestProtective

Associationasa ForestOfficer, beforehiredby theDouglasCountySheriff'sOffice in 1989.

During his tenure,Johnhasservedasa patroldeputyin theSouthCountyandRoseburgPatrolOffices,as

a StreetCrimesUnit investigator,and as a narcoticsdetective. Johnwas also an active memberof the

Sheriff's Office Tactical ResponseTeam (TRT) for more than 12 years. In April of 2001, John was

assignedto thepositionof Commanderof theDouglasInteragencyNarcoticsTeam(DINT). In Augustof

2005, Johnwas promotedto Lieutenantand assignedto commandthe DouglasCounty Sheriff's Office

DetectivesDivision.
